@ e Check for air leaks.

/\ CAUTION: DO NOT SOAP TEST THE
HUMIDITY SENSOR FITTING. DAMAGE
TO THE SENSOR MAY OCCUR.

With Compressor RUNNING:
Use a 1-inch brush to dab soapy water on all
air fittings and hose connections.

If air bubbles appear, this is an indication that
air is leaking.

Take steps to seal the leak:
e Tighten the fitting
e Re-connect / tighten the hose end
e Replace the fitting / hose / component
